1 Samuel 16:1-13

d. Samuel refuses to go back with Saul because God had rejected Saul’s kingship and would not 

change his mind (but he went back for one worship service). 

e. Samuel put Agag, king of the Amalekites, to death. 

f. Samuel left Saul and did not see Saul again for his whole life…and Samuel mourned for him.
