What do we learn 25:2-9?
a. There was a wealthy man named Nabal. His wife was great, but he wasn’t so great...surly and
mean in his dealings.
b. David sent a group of young men with a message for Nabal. He pointed out how they had treated
Nabal’s shepherds well and asked if Nabal would be willing to give them food and provisions.

How did Nabal answer David’s men, according to 25:10-11?
a. He gave David all that he needed because he was drawn to the Holy Spirit on David.
b. Who is David? Who is this son of Jesse?
c. Many servants are breaking away from their masters these days (This was a jab at David as if he
were disloyal to Saul).
d. He asked why he should take his own food that he had worked for and give it to someone random.

What happened in 25:12-13?

What happened in the meantime before David and his men got to Nabal’s home?

a. One of the servants told Abigail, Nabal’s wife what had happened between Nabal and David’s
messengers.

b. He also told Abigail how good David and his men had been when they were in the same area. How
David’s men had not taken anything, but had also protected the flocks and the shepherds from
anything else that might attack.

c. He urged Abigail to act quickly so that disaster didn’t come upon them...because Nabal “is such a
wicked man that no one can talk to him.”
