What happened in the garden, according to 18:3?

a. God the Father protected Jesus.

b. Judas, who betrayed Jesus, came to the garden.

c. A detachment of soldiers and some officials from the chief priests and Pharisees came to
the garden.

d. Men came carrying torches, lanterns and weapons.

What do we expect to happen when we pray?
