b. He made it harder to make bricks, demanding that the Israelites gather their own straw instead of
providing it to them.

c. He said that the Israelites are lazy and that is why they were crying out...if their work is harder, they
won’t have time to complain.

d. He turned the Israelites against Moses and Aaron by making them the reason that things got worse.
